AM. Cattle will be released following the show and must be out by
midnight on Monday the 15th. You can enter on-line at

***|mportant!ll To ensure enough space, you may want to enter an
extra animal or two on your entry form, especially if you are
bringing a 2 yr. old bull or a cow/calf pair. Just buying extra bed-
ded stalls will not guarantee more space. The State Fair reserves
the right to take space away if it is excessive. You may want to
contact Grant Anderson prior to Aug. 1 and let him know how many
head you are bringing and if there are going to be 4-H cattle
stalling with you.
